How to buy an
express boat ticket

You can buy express boat tickets in
the Reis app. You can also purchase
a ticket on board when you get on,
but we always recommend buying
in advance in the app so you're
guaranteed a seat if it gets full.

If you have a Travel Pass Nordland or

a Reis Ung ticket, you must make a
seat reservation for O kroner in the
Reis app before departure. You'll find
the reservation under ‘single ticket for
express boat’ - change the traveler
from ‘adult’ to ‘seat reservation’.

NB! Some of the islands are only
available as “stops on request”, which
means that the express boat only stops
if a ticket has been purchased to or
from the island. Therefore, always
purchase a ticket in advance - both
ways!
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How to buy a bus ticket

Bus tickets are easily purchased in the
Reis app. This must be done before you
can board the bus. You can pay with
both bank cards and Vipps. The app
gives you a full overview of when the
ticket’s validity expires.

It is also possible to buy single-use
tickets from the driver (onboard
surcharge applies). Please note that it
is not possible to pay with cash on city
buses in Bodg.
